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Rett syndrome is a genetic neurological disorder that
occurs almost exclusively in females and becomes
apparent after 6-18 months of early normal development.
It results in a regression that leads to lifelong
impairments. Those inflicted with this disorder have
multiple dysfunctions: speech is lost, seizures develop
and scoliosis occurs, many develop irregular breathing
patterns, and more than half of the girls and women lose
their ability to walk. Those diagnosed with Rett syndrome
require maximum assistance with even the most basic
daily activities. The hallmark sign of Rett syndrome is
near constant repetitive hand movements while awake.
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
